That first event featured 25 training seminars and attracted 30
exhibitors to Milpitas, California. Nearly 1,000 service techni-
cians, retailers and builders attended, providing show orga-
nizers and exhibitors alike with a vision of how the show might
grow in future years.

And true to its early promise, Pool Industry Expo has contin-
ued to grow in size and stature: attracting audiences as large
as 6,000; expanding its educational program to more than 40
seminars; and featuring more than 150 exhibit booths. The
event has been staged in San Jose and Monterey, California,
Phoenix, Arizona and San Antonio, Texas.

Devoted to all segmants of the pool & spa industry, the show
has continued to delight exhibitors and attenders alike with its
size and with the enthusiasm of its audience.

FROM THE NORTH ON HIGHWAY ONE: Take the Del Monte, Pacific

At the third stop-
light get into the left turn lane to continue straight on Del Monte to the
Conference Center.
